  1167c Water is still ponding on both sides of School Lane between The White Horse and The 

Reading Room despite CB Cllr Wells having been advised that the problem had been fixed. CB Cllr 

Wells had advised that he had reported it again today. (293020.) It was noted that the tarmac is 

coming away from the manhole.       Action: LL/BW         

 

1177 Some of the street lights are still out at the School Lane/Turnpike Road Junction. CB Cllr 

Wells said these were reported on 22/11/16 ref: 286925 and 286924. (5 lights, 3 round the 

roundabout and 2 more).
