money. The PCC would replace them if they had the finance.

#Bellringers practice takes place on the 2" Thursday of each month.

eNext Sunday Churches Together service (ecumenical service) takes place at 9.30am. It is
so good to see the church used.

It was felt that the Coronation needs to involve the church, the Reading Room and the
village so that it is a village wide effort.

Speedwatch: Cllr Pearston said the team haven’t been out since November due to weather
and road closures but they are due out this month providing the weather is suitable.

Speedwatch Signage:

Matt Simkus — Senior Highways Officer, CBC: After internal discussion CBC is in
agreement that they will arrange the new Speedwatch signs to be purchased and installed at
the cost of £437.16. As Cllrs agreed to this expense, agreement has been passed to CBC and
this work was expected to take place last July/August. CB CllIr Baker was asked to follow
this up.
